Dear Mr Skoll and Mr Brilliant
Would one of you be able to join us in Dhaka on June 29 for an all day dialogue with Mr Muhammad Yunus on the first day of his 70th. Year? What Bangladesh has gifted the world in its first third of a century in terms of system benchmarks for win-win sustainable networking economics invested in by the poorest, women and children is as miraculous as humanity gets.
This is an inaugural dialogue in a likely biannual series (next stop Berlin November) intended to connect all who believe that social business entrepreneurship and future capitalism are true enough methods of sustainability investment. They are also the only published mathematical forms of governance that can end sustainability crises. Our first dialogue treasures particular contributions from broadcasters such as the BBC’s polar explorer and 100 thousand pc climate modeller Paul Rose, and Youth - a constituency that Dr Yunus has spent about 50 days a year relating to on a world tour since winning the Nobel prize.  

My microeconomics father wrote for The Economist for 4 decades after originally learning economics from an Indian correspondence course whilst waiting to fly RAF planes out of Bangladesh in 1943. My granddad was mentored for 25 years by Mahatma Gandhi one Bar of London barrister to another as they struggle to free India from British colonisation. Back in 1984 my father and I wrote how sustainability of the revolutionary age where networking made all people more globally connected than separate would likely require a billion person reality tv program hosted by a Nobel Laureate lining in internet search to 30000 replicable community sustaining projects http://www.normanmacrae.com/netfuture.html
We believe that summer 09 is the peak of humanity’s networking crisis –one that will exponentially multiply out of control unless enough social business entrepreneurs can invite young people and sustainability heroines to join them. We aim to develop a map for 09/10 undergraduates who want to social business network and to renew yes we can spirit before the mess that is still spiraling from going back to Wall Street as normal is itself trapping the son of microcredit Barack Obama.

It would be an honor if you or your representative could attend our all day dialogue with Muhammad Yunus on June 29 at Grameen Bank in Mirpur.
